The most important new development in the Region was the transition towards a new 
structure - with new 8 regions emerging in the Mainland continent and another 8 regions in 
Ireland and the United Kingdom. The UK has a new leader in the person of Pastor Leke 
Sanusi who also serves as the new Deputy Continental Overseer. 

3. STATE OF AFFAIRS IN EUROPE MAINLAND REGION 1

Since March 2020 and throughout the last church year, the Covid-19 pandemic has ravished 
nations and destroyed economies, but we thank God for the testimonies of divine 
preservation and exemption from afflictions or death, salvation, healing, restoration and 
many more that have been shared in our churches and mission fields in Europe Mainland on 
a regular basis during this period.

Highlights of major programs held in the region include the Netherlands Mission 
Workers/Ministers Conference in September 2020, the Face to Face Board meeting/annual 
region 1 review held in November 2020 as well as the February 2021 Regional Women in 
Ministry Conference, and the 79 Hours Marathon Messiah's Praise in honour of the General 
Overseer, Pastor E.A. Adeboye. Other programs include the National Women's Fellowship 
Conference in November 2020 and the Youth and Young Adult 24 hours Marathon Prayer 
Conference in January 2021, The RCCG Youth Global Prayer Walk in February 2021, the 
monthly Early Morning Fire program, the quarterly Partners Conference, the Regional 
Ministers and Workers Conference in May 2021 and various events held in the Provinces, 
Zones, Areas and Parishes under Region 1 in the concluded church year.



4.  CHRISTIAN SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES (CSR)

Some Parishes in Region 1 during the Covid-19 crises extended their hands of love to the
People around them as part of their Christian Social Responsibilities.

4.1 The TOD family (Tabernacle Of David, Throne Of David and Tower Of David) as well 
as Victory Assembly Parish Schiedam have been donating household items and packaged 
meals to the food bank in Zoetermeer, Den Haag and environs. Starting from the onset of 
the Pandemic, God opened this door to reach the indigenes of the land through CSR 
projects and food banks. Food packs are handed out to the citizens on a regular basis and 
the gospel presented to them at the same time.
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4.2 Three Parishes of RCCG (The Tabernacle of David, Tower of David and The 
Breakthrough Sanctuary) have jointly enrolled with the Dutch institute BHV to train brethren 
as Bedrijfschulpwerker (First responders for National Emergency Response). This will 
enable the graduates from the training in accident and fire emergencies become part of the 
National response team to emergencies. They will not only be involved in the church but also 
the society at large.

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4.3 In our Balkans Province, we also embarked on humanitarian outreaches in April 2021 to 
the less privileged people in the city of Leskovac in southern Serbia.  We gave clothes and 
food items to the people and the children were not left out because they got gift packs. The 
church is marching forward. Hallelujah!

An important initiative has been the African Mission programs of assistance to communities 
in the poorer countries in our region. Bosnia, Bulgaria are all countries that have received 
support from the global mission through the African Missions under the leadership of Pastor 
Mrs Foluke Adeboye. 
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5. TESTIMONIES

i. First and foremost to the Glory of God, no one in the mission died as a result of 
 Covid infection.
ii. After 16 years (since 2004) of worshipping in a rented Church building, Amazing 
 Grace Parish, RCCG Wageningen  purchased the Church Building where they had
 Been Tenants and have now become the landlords. Praise God!

iii. The women held their annual conference virtually and it drew the highest 
 attendance with Daddy and Mummy GO ministering to them in addition to the 
 Guest Minister, Mrs Bamigbade. 

Iv. The Youths have also not been left out. They had a special Easter Program, 
 RISEN21 with over 3000 viewers and have conducted two 24-Hours non-stop 
 prayer programs. 
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v. There has been unprecedented turn out of teenagers and young adults in The 
 Hague and neighboring cities giving their lives to Christ and getting baptized. 
 About 12 were baptized in the 2nd quarter of 2021.
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vi. In our Balkans Province, we embarked on evangelistic outreaches in April 2021 to a 
 city in Southern Serbia called Leskovac where 30 indigenes gave their lives to Christ 
 with two spectacular miracles;
 
a. A Muslim lady called Martina, age 23years old who has never spoken before 
 neither could she recognize her environment, the Lord healed her and she spoke and 
 recognized her environment for the first time. Praise the Lord!

b. A lady called Zaklina, age 12 years old blind on one eye, the Lord healed her. She 
 Can now see with her two eyes. Hallelujah!
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vii.  God saw a sister through the storms of life that kept her away from the church for 
  more than two months.
 
viii. A brother is thanking God for healing him from 'stroke' while in Nigeria.

ix.  A brother was saved miraculously from death - he collapsed at home and by the 
  time he reached hospital, there was no more blood in his heart but God saved him 
  and he is up and running now. Praise God! 

x.  A brother woke up in the morning and discovered that he was half paralyzed, he 
  showed himself to the Pastor at the Sunday services and he prayed for him. To 
  the glory of God his twisted face is now normal. Praise God!

Xi.  Several other miracles of salvation, healings, deliverance, breakthroughs, 
  Promotions, And many other testimonies of the faithfulness of God.

6. Closing

We urge God's people across Europe to intensify prayers for God to multiply His Church 
greatly in all the countries in Europe, especially the mission fields. We will continue to pray 
that the Lord will increase and prosper His church financially, send more labourers into His 
vineyard and raise more workers to serve selflessly in Jesus mighty name.

We will continue to pursue greater service to the body of Christ and to the communities 
where we are located. In the coming years, we trust God for greater impact and meaningful 
partnerships that will transform our region and the continent.
